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Landfill Engineering Concerns

Wells only monitoleachatalready contaminating the
water supply (already too late)

Landfill liners are 60 mils thick and not designea,to
support the overburden weight when a sinkhole occuis

Containment ponds undersized for Katrina type-hurricanes
(e.g. Mosaic gypsum stack collapse nekfia River
~$30M, Piney Point ~$160M)

Geological testing insufficient to identify sinkhole risks
(e.g. Tampa elevated toll road collapse ~$100M)

Contamination of th€&loridan Aquifer ~$$$$$
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Economic Impact Concerns

Higher value commercial, industrial, and residential
developments will seek areas away from landfills

In turn, new job creation greatly limited
Seasonal residents/tourists readily relocate
Affluent families relocate over time

Existing property will devalue

County revenue growth will slow significantly in the
